Guidelines for Town Debris Pick Ups:

Limbs must be less than 3” in diameter

Place limbs along Town Road right of way
Limbs must be personally cut, will not pick up
trimmings from tree/landscape companies
Public Works will chip the limbs

Do not include vegetation, weeds or leaves
Public Works will have final decision to pick up
debris or owner’s responsibility
